Defining the 
term provider 

Independent Provider Agency Private 
Provider 

County Boards of DD 
as Providers 

While county boards of DD 
determine eligibility and are 
the “front door” for services 
for people with developmental 
disabilities, they also provide 
direct services, such as Early 
Intervention, therapies (OT, PT 
and Speech), and 
investigations.  
 
Because of this CMS Rule, 
however, county boards of DD 
in Ohio are in the process of 
phasing out of their role as a 
provider of adult day, 
employment and 
transportation services. 

An agency private provider is 
an entity that has a paid 
leader, like a Director or CEO, 
and has at least one other staff 
person providing services to 
people with DD. An agency 
provider can be for-profit or 
not-for-profit.  Agency 
providers must meet 
requirements and be certified 
by the OH Dept. of 
Developmental Disabilities.  
 
Examples of agency private 
providers: Koinonia Homes, 
Welcome House, and UCP of 
Greater Cleveland 

A person who provides 
services to people with DD is 
referred to as an independent 
provider. An independent 
provider is self-employed and 
must meet certain 
requirements and be certified 
as an independent provider by 
the OH Dept. of 
Developmental Disabilities.  
 
Independent providers cannot 
provide day services. Family 
members can be and often are 
independent providers.
